Over the next couple years, the Papaschase band was slowly dissolved. It is difficult to say
exactly what occurred, but by all accounts, it was a complicated and unsavoury business. The
band was offered scrip (a money voucher) in exchange for renouncing their Treaty status and the
right to their land. Many band members took scrip, as they were starving and government
officials were not following through on their promise of support. Their numbers severely
reduced, the remaining members were given the option of joining the No. 135 Enoch Reserve.
Under highly suspicious circumstances--which involved outright lies from government
officials--Chief Papaschase was induced to surrender the land and the band was forcibly evicted.
Despite the land being 'sold on behalf of the band'’, the Papaschase have never received any
principal money or interest from the sale.

After nearly 100 years of being
disbanded, the Papaschase have
reformed and are now fighting for their
official First Nations status. They were
instrumental in the Idle No More
Movement and in the creation of the
Fort Edmonton Cemetery and
Traditional Aboriginal Burial Ground in
Rossdale. The remains of at least
thirty-one Papaschase ancestors were
recovered at the site. You can read more

of thej Papaschase story on their Hunters posing by a pile of bison bones in 1892. By the late
website,www.papaschase.ca. 19th century, there were only 100 bison existing in the wild.
